Most residents are unfamiliar with the city’s Home Rule
Charter and the requirement to formally review this

document every four years. The charter essentially works
as the city’s constitution. It establishes the basic template

for governance within Jersey Village. Topics covered in
the charter include election procedures, City Council

powers, staff responsibilities, financial procedures, and the

city’s form of government.

A provision in the charter calls for a comprehensive review

by a council-appointed commission. The commission

Three
regular members of the committee shall be
current members of the City’s Planning and
Zoning Commission.
