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PROCEDURE FORRECREATIONAL VEHICLE REGISTRATION

SECTION 1. ORDINANCE OVERVIEW

Section 1438(a)(6) of the Code of Ordinanga®vides that #ective January 1, 2010ecreational vehicles
(manufactured or hommade) including, but not limited to, motor homes, mmmotor homes, travel
trailers, 8" wheel trailers, caping trailers, boat trailers, other trailers used for recreational purposes only,
truck campers, all terrain vehicles and all types of watercraft including boats (motorized or propelled by
any other means3hall not be parked or stored in front or sidedgain zoning districts A, C, or€,

except for temporary periods of time not exceeding seven (7) days withinday3period. And
recreational vehicles shall not be parked or stored in rear yards in these same zoning districts unles:
screened from puldliview by a solid wood or opaque fence.

The ordinance provides that owners of recreational vehicles less than eight feet in height, including boats,
have until January 1, 2010 to compbutgi ves a t en yearuntiiJupph 2019%0g ou't
owners of recreational vehicles that are over eight feet in height if they register their vehicles with the City

Secretary by July 15, 2009

SECTION 2. IMPORTANT PROGRAM DATES

May 1, 2009is the date by whiclarecreational vehicle must be owned and parked in order to be eligible
for the program.

June 1, 2009s the date that owners may begin the registration process. Only recleatltinkes over 8
feet in height will be registered.

July 15, 2009is the deadline for registering recreational vehicles that are over 8 feet in height with the
City Secretary In no event will vehicles be registered into the program past this date.

January 1, 2010is the effective date of the Ordinanc®wners of recreational vehicles less than eight
feet in height, including boatsjust comply with the Ordinance by this date

June 1 through June 30is the periodevery yeamwhich owners of registeragcreational vehicles in the

City of Jersey Village Recreational Vehicle Program must renew their vehicle registrations according to
theseprocedures. Failure to properly renew vehicle registrations may result in the forfeiture of the
recreational vehicléom the Registration Program.

July 1, 2019the program ends andcreational vehicleseingstored on property within thetg limits of
Jersey Village must be stored according to the terms and conditi@ectidn 1488(a)(6) of the Code of
Ordinances
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SECTION 3. VEHICLES ELIGIBLE FOR THE REGISTRATION PROGRAM

Owners of ecreational vehiclesncluding boats,greater than eight (8) feet in height lawfully parked or
stored on a lot in zoning districts A, C, of2Con May 1, 200%re eligible for theegistration program
under this ordinanceHowever, avners musineet all the requirements outlined in these procedures and
must register vehicles with City Secretano later thanJuly 15, 2009 Failure to register_eligible
recreational vehicles by July 5, 2009 will automatically preclude said vehicles from the
Registration Program.

IN NO EVENT WILL RECREATIONAL VEHICLES LESS THAN EIGHT FEET BE REGISTERED
FOR THIS PROGRAM.

SECTION 4. PROGRAM PROCESS ANDREQUIREMENTS 71 INITIAL PROCESS

A. Beginning June 12009 and continuing through July 15, 2009, resident owners of recreational vehicles
as déined by the Ordinance (Attachmen}, MUST REGISTER VEHICLES INTO THE PROGRAM
by completing an application fornAifachment B in order to be eligible to continue park/store
recreational vehiclesnlotsin zoning districts A, C, or .

Applicationsmay also be obtainelilom the City Secretary, Lorri Coody, at 16327 Lakeview Drive,
Jersey  Village, Texas 77040 or by itingg the cityos ate b s i
http://www.jerseyvillage.info/city council/secretarys_office/index.htmi Residents needing
information about the application form can call the City Secretary a4662102.

Applications must be accompanibg photographs showing the recreational vehicle or watercraft to
be registered, its location on the lot and its license plate or registration information

B. Vehicles registered into the programust be greater than 8 feet iridid and must meet the following
criteria to qualify:

Recreational vehicles (manufactured or hemade) including, but not limited to, motor homes,
mini-motor homes, travel trailers"&vheel trailers, camping trailers, boat trailers, other trailezd us

for recreational purposes only, truck campers, all terrain vehicles and all types of watercraft
including boats (motorized or propelled by any other means)

Ownersregistering vehicles into the program mphkysicallypresenthe vehiclefor measuremerat
the time of application at 16327 Lakeview DriveOnly those vehiclesmeeting the height
requirement will be accepted into the program.

C. Vehicles registered into the program must have baefully parked or stored on a lot in zoning
districts A, C,or CG-2 on May 1, 2009 Such fact must be verified by thgnerunder oath

If eligibility under this sections ever questioad ownermust prove without doubt that said vehicle
was lawfully parked or stored on a lot in zoning districts A, C, e2 ©n May 1, 2009 and
therefore eligible for the Registration Program. If, for any reastire ownercannot prove
eligibility, thevehiclewill be removed from the program and th&ner must remove the vehicle
from higherproperty immediately
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D. The ownerof vehicles registered into the progranustalsobe the owner of the lot on whidhe
vehicleis parked or stored

Ownersmustpresenthe following agproof of ownership

E. The owner must maintain current state vehicle registratiemms valid motor vehicle inspection
certificatesas well as any other required state registratosnall recreational vehickeregisterednto
the City of Jersey Village Registration PrograrRroof, in the form of copie®f such registrations
will be requiredduring the initial application process agalch year during the annual renewal period
during the month of June.

Failure to provide proof oftateregistrations andr proof of valid inspection certificagat any time
or to keep current either dhese requirementsay result in a forfeiture athe vehicle from the
Registration Program.

F. Owners successfully registering a vehicle into the program wiitdieed aregistrationcertificate
which shallthereafter be considered evidence of the lawfutinuation of the parking or storage of
such recreational vehicle or watercrafh  t he o wn er 6zening disiritt A,[Croo@ asr t y
designated in the application

In addition to the registration certificate which expires annually, owniéirbenissued &recreational
Vehicle Registration Sticker for each successfully registered vehicle. This sticker must be placed in the
rear window or on theehicleframe near the rear license plate of the registered vehicle.

Misapplication of these Reeational Vehicle Registration Stickers to the wrong vehicles may be cause
for removal from the Registration Program.
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SECTION 5. ANNUAL RENEWAL PROCESS

A. Every yearduring the month of Junewners of registered recreational vehicles in the City of Jersey
Village Recreational Vehicle Program must renew their vehicle registrations.

B. On or about June 1 owners will receive via mail at the address \wieerecreational vehicle is
parked or stored a renewal letter and application from the City of JersageVilCity Secretary. In
order to remain in th&egistration Program, owners must complete the renewal application and
return same to the City Secretdny July 1along with updated photographs armpies of current
state vehicle registrations and valid tarovehicle inspection certificates as well as any other
required state registrations on all recreational vehicles registered into the City of Jersey Village
Registration Program.

C. Failure to properly renew vehicle registrations may result in the foréedf the recreational vehicle
from the Registration Program.

SECTION 6. REPLACEMENT VEHICLES

A. Owners of a successfully registereecreational vehicle or watercraftay replace the vehicleith
another recreational vehicle or watercradtlong as thewner continues to comply with the terms
and conditions of the program.

Owners desiring to replace an existing registered recreational vehicle or watercraft with another
gualifying vehicle mushotify the City in writing of their desire to replace thdsting vehicle and
then mustomplete the initial application process for this replacement vehicle

SECTION 7. PROCESS FORREMOVAL OF VEHICLE FOR THE REGISTRATION PROGRAM

A. The followingis a list ofpossible reasons favthicha n o wn e r hay baemdved drdamethe City
of Jersey Village Vehicle Registration Program

1. If, for any reason, the owner cannot prove that his/her recreational vehicle was lawfully
parked/stored on a lot in zoning district A, C or C2 on May 1, 2009 and is therefore dtigible
the programthe vehicle will be removed from the program and the owmast remove the
vehicle from higherproperty immediately

2. Failure to provide proof of state registrations and/or proof of valid inspection certificates at any
time or to keep auwent either of these requirements may result in a forfeiture of the vehicle
from the Registration Program.

3. Failure to properly renew vehicle registrations may result in the forfeiture of the recreational
vehicle from the Registration Program.

4. Misapplication of Recreational Vehicle Registration Stickers to the wrong vehicles may be cause
for removal from the Registration Program.

C.Theadatyods Code Earthent willevmite nthe owider pf the vehicle that is not in
compliance adtter to the addresghere the recreational vehiclebgingparked or storedutlining
the reason fonon-complianceand giving the owner 30 days from tti@teof the letter to remeadthe
problem.

If the owner has not corrected thencompliance issue within the time allottgfiode Enforcement
will file a formal complaint with the City of Jersey Village Municipal Cowtio will decide the
outcome of the neesompliance issue

SECTION 8. PARKING AND STORING RULES FOR REGISTERED VEHICLES
Owners of recreational vehicles, including boats, shall not park or store same in front yards, in zoning
districts A, B, C, G2, and M, except for temporary periods of time not exceeding sevenvidhysa 30

day period. Such vehicles shall not be parked or stored in side or rear yards on corner lots except behind
an opaque fence not less than six feet in height.
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
