Park Survey Results 

A s of February 13,2008, the city has received nearly 200 responses to the Parks Survey that was sent out with the January Star. 
This figure represents approximately 10% of the households in the City of Jersey Village. A 10% response rate is average for a mail-in survey. 

Staff is compiling the data received in order to present findings to the Parks Committee at an upcoming meeting. Early analysis indicates that we are 
a community of walkers and bicycle riders. All but one of the responses was from a homeowner. Satisfaction with the current park system is split 50 - 
50. Many of you took the time to write comments regarding the park system. Some of you wrote several pages of comments. These comments, along 
with the raw data, will be forwarded to the Parks Committee. In November, city council charged the Parks Committee with determining the community's 
desire for parks improvements. The results of the survey will provide part of the basis for any future recommendations. It is hoped 
that the Committee will make a report of their overall findings to city council at the May council meeting.
